B. General Rules

8. Continuing Duty to Disclose Information After Admission and Through Graduation or
Withdrawal

Once admitted to the School of Law, every student has a duty to update and supplement the
information included in his or her application for admission. This includes a duty to disclose any
and all omissions from the application for admission, and it includes a duty to disclose any and
all conduct and events that occur after submission of the application, if such conduct or events
would have required disclosure in the application for admission. In either case, this duty of
disclosure continues until the student has graduated or formally withdrawn from the School of
Law. All such information must be provided to the Office of Student Life regardless of when the
event occurred, whether an event requiring disclosure occurs inside or outside the State of North
Dakota ,and whether the School of Law is in session at the time of the event triggering the need
for disclosure. Every student's application must be updated as soon as is reasonably possible, by
reporting the relevant information to the Office of Student Life, upon the occurrence of any event
requiring disclosure. Students must disclose upon the occurrence of the event (e.g., an arrest) and
cannot wait for resolution of the matter before reporting the matter to Office of Student Life.
